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Abstract

In rare cases related to the
texts of funerary literature,
such as the Pyramid Texts, as
well as funerary texts recorded
on the walls of Theban tombs
dating to the Eighteenth
Dynasty, an unusual type of
converting personal ritual texts
to collective ritual texts, so that
the type of these collective ritual
texts became a characteristic of
Pyramid Texts engraved on the
tombs of the Eighteenth
Dynasty, whereas '‘collective
texts became a representative
feature in the Pyramid Texts.
There are many examples in a
number of tombs containing
this case, where the spell No. 25
was found beside the spells 32
and 223 of the Pyramid Texts,
which are one of the collective
offering texts.
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
