The
last two types used till Greco-Roman period.




A number of distinguished words referred to the
Sistrum-players appeared in the Ancient Egyptian language as

ng‘ﬂ ihy, QMQQ"@ ihyt. these titles were in used in the old
and Middle kingdom, but in the New kingdom a new titles

were used like i é = ? bry—s&‘&‘t,% S & kﬁ shmty/s$sty

and '®"¥ irt-ssst, ﬂﬂi?? ssty and ‘#qu §mCyt. The last

title was usually followed by a name of a God, as we know a
Sistrum-players for Amun such as queen Nefertari and Merit
the wife of Sennedjem, and Sistrum-players of The goddess
Mut as queen Toya wife of Seti I, and Sistrum-players of
